MaPS Quick Setup Addedum
1) Given the varied configurations in schools, it is recommended NOT to implement and use the Screen Capture feature in MaPS.  This will simplify the setup processes as well as minimising the technical maintenance.

2) Deploying MaPS to numerous computers 
Please seek the School ICT Executive for assistance for MaPS setup. 
· Deploying MAPS to computers via the school LAN
MaPS is designed to run on a standalone computer. As such, the MaPS_TL folder has to be saved into each standalone computer.   

It is suggested that the MaPS_TL folder is placed in a shared folder (eg Teacher Project folder) in the school LAN. At each targeted LAN computer, copy and paste the MaPS_TL folder in that project to its harddrive. Then create a desktop shortcut for the MaPS_TL.html.
If the school has a classroom management system such as JungleByte, the MaPS_TL folder can be quickly transferred to all targeted LAN computers.
Note: Configuring the Adobe Flash Security Manager is still required. Permission must be granted to targeted computers to access the said project folder [Check with school ICT executive].

· Running MAPS on computers connected to the school LAN
As described earlier, place the MaPS_TL folder in a shared folder (eg Teacher Project folder) in the school LAN. 
At each computer connected to the school LAN, create a desktop shortcut for the MaPS_TL.html.

Note: Configuring the Adobe Flash Security Manager is still required. Permission must be granted to targeted computers to access the said project folder [Check with school ICT executive].

· Running MaPS in standalone SOE computers 
MaPS will run in standalone SOE computers when the MaPS_TL folder is located in its haddrive (be it C:\ or D:\ drives). 

However, the Screen Capture feature will only work if there is a D:\ drive. For schools interested in using the Screen Capture feature without the D:\drive on the school computers, an easy solution (which I use this method personally) is to run MaPS from a thumbdrive (flashdrive), acting as a D:\ drive hosting the MaPS_TL folder.

Note: The steps described in MaPS Quick Setup Guide still apply in this mode of deployment.
